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Information Exchange In An Operational Environment 

 
On 7 June, AFCEA Canada hosted a Security Seminar dealing with 
the exchange of information in an operational environment.  The 
fifty people from industry and government held a very beneficial 
interchange on Identity Management and Information Rights 
Management. The event was held at the NOVOTEL at 33 Nicholas 
Street in Ottawa. 
Our introductory speakers were Bob Gordon, Associate Chief of the 
Communications Security Establishment (CSE); Gary Doucet, Chief 
Architect at Treasury Board Secretariat; and Randy Langford, 
Acting Director General Operations, IT Security.

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On 28 June, AFCEA Canada was privileged to have Mr. John Adams as 
the guest speaker to a full house of corporate members and their guests. Mr. 
Adams has been our guest a number of times, but this time it was in his new 
capacity as the Chief of the Communications Security Establishment. (CSE).  
Previously Mr Adams has spoken to us in his role as Commissioner of the 
Canadian Coast Guard. 

Prior to the presentation, Marv Sywyk, the General Manager of AFCEA 
Canada, presented a small gift to Mr. Jim Robbins the President of Electronic 
Warfare Associates, in recognition of their 18 years as a Corporate Member of 
AFCEA Canada. Jim unfortunately missed our Tribute to CEOs that was held in 
Feb 05. 

In his presentation, Mr. Adams provided an overview of CSE including 
its role and mandate, applicable legislation governing CSE, their partnerships and 
the challenges that it faces. He also explained the role of the Commissioner of 
CSE, a federal judge, who monitors CSE activities to ensure that they are within 
the mandate of the organization and within the legislation. For the 10th time in a 
row, the Commissioner has confirmed that CSE’s operations are within their 
mandate. 

Mr. Adams gave many anecdotes demonstrating the high levels of 
professionalism, knowledge and skills of his team (e.g. one member of their staff 
has mastered over 27 languages) of approximately 1600 people. He also 
emphasized the close relationships that CSE has developed with the various 
Security Intelligence agencies in the United States, Great Brittain, Australia and 
New Zealand. This relationship is of tremendous value to Canada and to the 
protection of our National and Global Security. In addition, he discussed CSE’s 
relationship with the Canadian Security Intelligence Services (CSIS) and how 
they support CSIS in their role.
